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Course formats

The Foundation Basic course is offered in 3 formats:
1. Foundation Basic Offline (Completely Offline)
2. Foundation Basic Synergy (Offline + Online)
3. Foundation Basic Online (Completely Online)

1. Foundation Basic Offline:
In this format, both the lectures per week will be conducted in classroom coaching mode (offline mode). 
The student can choose a center of his/her choice (out of the options available in this format in his/her 
merit-wise category).

2. Foundation Basic Synergy:
In this format, every week, 1 lecture will be conducted in classroom coaching mode and 1 lecture  will be 
conducted in online mode. Online lectures are live lectures as per the batch timing, which the students 
can attend from the comfort of their homes. For classroom lectures, the student can choose a center of 
his/her choice (out of the options available in this format in his merit-wise category).

3. Foundation Basic Online:
In this format, both the lectures per week will be conducted in online mode. At BT, the online lectures are 
live and also lively where students participate via chat and by un-muting themselves responsibly.

If students wish, they will be allowed to shift from one format to another at any time during the 
course, based on seat availability.

About Foundation Basic Course

Course details

The Foundation course at BT is thoughtfully designed to help students prepare for and excel in quality 
competitive exams. We offer the following subjects in the Foundation Basic Course: Physics, Chemistry, 
Mathematics, Logic, Coding, and Biology (optional). All lectures and study material are carefully planned 
to develop early interest and conceptual clarity in these subjects.

The Logic lectures help strengthen analytical thinking and problem-solving skills, while the Coding lectures 
ensure students understand basic programming concepts at an early age, giving them a strong competitive 
advantage. Biology has also been added as an optional subject (details provided later in this leaflet).

Students attend 2 lectures per week, each of 3 hours and 30 minutes, including breaks and doubt-solving 
time.

Students can utilize break time (15 mins) or the period after lecture (15 mins) to engage with 
teachers individually and clarify their doubts.

2. Availability of teachers for doubts at centers for entire day:
At all centers, teachers dedicated for doubts are available throughout the day where students can 
discuss their doubts personally with them on a one-to-one basis. 

3. Online doubt sessions:
In addition to the regular weekly lectures, we shall also conduct online doubt sessions daily. 
These doubt sessions are optional and students can join them from their home for a one to one 
interaction with the teacher for doubts.

4. Doubt Forum:

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Start date of the course

The Foundation Basic course will begin in the week of 11th to 17th May, 2026 depending upon 
the scheduled days of the batches. 

Getting the best students together is one of the attributes that is common across all the top rank 
producing institutes in the country. The concept of 'merit wise batches' allows students to study 
with their peers of relatively similar preparedness. This maximizes the personal growth of 
students and even the teachers are able to plan their lectures well. This also creates a spirit of 
positive & healthy competition among the students.

Types of Batches: In the Foundation course, there are 3 types of batches.

1. Wizards - Students who perform exceptionally well in the entrance exam are selected for the 
Wizards batch.

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Biology as an optional subject in the Foundation Basic course

In the Foundation Basic course, we teach Biology subject as well, however opting for Biology 

will be optional for students.

5. Well Equipped Classrooms, Study Room & Library Facility
